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Dear friends, 
 
 FBI Agent Robert Hanssen was arrested on February 18, 2001, after two decades 
of working as a spy for the Russians. What made his case significant was that he had no 
sense of guilt or remorse for what he had done. As a faithful Catholic, he said he made 
confessions each week and then went back doing the same routine of stealing and 
selling the FBI’s confidential files.  He felt OK because he was forgiven each week. 
 
 For Mr. Hanssen, making confessions became a habitual behavior without having 
to change his lifestyle. It became like a drug to numb his conscience. All the other 
relationships to the people of the society did not matter in his faith. He was able to 
compartmentalize his faith, away from the daily living of work and people. 
 
 Jesus was adamant about the folly of this kind of faith.  He said when you offer 
your gift at the altar then remember that your brother or sister has something 
against you, leave your gift at the altar, and go first to be reconciled with your 
brother or sister. (NIV, Matthew 5:21-24) 
 
 Our gifts, our prayers, and our worship to God are all hypocritical and 
meaningless unless we first have integrity in our relationship to others. For 
Christians, our faith has everything to do with how we live our lives. God does 
not want to be squared away to one corner of our heart. God wants us to be 
whole persons, and this wholeness will eventually free us from our broken lives. 
 
+Prayer: We confess to you, O God, that we often offer empty words and gifts 
to you, knowing that you despise such empty gesture. We do it for our own 
selfish desire to get rid of our fear, guilt, and insecurity.  Forgive us, and lead us 
to be true to the faith that Jesus taught us, in the name of Jesus we pray.

     I am writing about “Pennies for Peace” while my thoughts and prayers are with all the people 
affected by the recent earthquake in Haiti, and I am sure you are feeling the same way.  We will 
respond to Haiti’s needs now and later. 
 

     “Pennies for Peace” is a unique project to help build schools in Afghanistan and Pakistan.  Based 
on the New York Times best selling book “Three Cups of Tea” by Greg Mortenson (Nobel Peace 
Prize nominee), the goal of supporting peace – building through education in remote troubled areas of 
the world was begun.  It took eight years to build the first 30 schools, last year (2009) they set up 31 
schools.  Over the past couple of years they have been moving into areas where the Taliban prevail 
and they are able to do that entirely because of the relationships with the local elders.  None of the 
schools Mortenson has helped build have been forced to close, because the community is so fiercely 
devoted to something they’ve put their sweat, tears and blood into. 
 

     Greg Mortenson has recently released a second book, “Stones into Schools”, and a geographical 
and cultural education about a poorly understood region of the world that has become increasingly 
important to U.S. interests.  (Both books, read by Betty Rader, are at the Mathieson Library.)
