Sometimes 
payment of the director's salary 
and purchase of program materials 
were delayed, but with your help,  
a minimum budget was  
maintained.  Some weeks the out-
come looked quite dim, but then 
suddenly checks from units and 
churches all over the conference 
would appear in the treasurer's 
mailbox!  Thank you for answering 
the call for help and for being God's 
providers.  Due to the downturn in 
the economy, many foundations 
have lost money and are not able 
to give grants at this time.
